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CHAPTER 14 - CONSCIOUS DESIGN 
 
 There are as many ways for you to grow as there 
are stars in the sky.  You are the stuff that stars are born 
of, and like them, you grow, mature, and change into new 
forms throughout the eras of your lives, and so evolve 
into new substance and new creation.  It is said-and quite 
truly-that no two snowflakes are alike; neither are any 
two humans alike, nor are any two stars.  Each creation is 
unique and has no equal. 
 The universe creates itself as it goes, never     
repeating its forms. It creates ceaselessly in order to build 
the notion of form, or, one might say, of reality. The   
entire point of life is to figure out how many expressions 
of unique quality can be derived from the same set of 
basic building blocks.  The chemists know that there are 
certain fundamental elements comprising what's known 
as a life form; these same elements comprise any form. It 
is in their configuration, their infinite combinations that 
newness develops, and that change and growth become 
or evolve. It is not necessary that there be an endless  
supply of building material; only that the recombinations 
be endless.  That is the formula, one might say, for      
eternity, and for the creation and development of a      
universe. In our current universe, the building materials 
have been determined at the first instant of existence, and 
will remain so for the duration of this particular          
universe. In other universes—those built or developed in 
alternate realities or multiple dimensions—there might be 
other basic elements available for building form, but in 
this one, the particulars are well known and understood. 
How, then, can there be such  prolific and ceaseless    
newness?  It is because consciousness fuels the evolution 
of any form. The consciousness need not be understood 
as of the human variety, for that's not always the 
case.  The human variety of consciousness can be called 
the point at which the formation of mind is present, 
whereby a mind is built that knows itself as mind! 
 In other, cosmic terms, however, consciousness 
exists when no mind-as-structure is present. In such case, 
mind is formless and all pervasive, and has been called 
Divine. Thus consciousness infuses all form, and is    
behind all form or structure, and thus it guides and 
chooses the creation of all form. In some circles this 
process is known as the Divine Plan, but for a less mysti-
cal and more scientific concept, it can also be called "the 
mandate of nature."  Nothing less exists in the universe 
than the ever-expansive, ever-jubilant expression of this 
force as it beholds itself configured and joyfully attempts 
ever more designs.  Its path is always towards growth or 
expansion, never towards contraction, which would    
signal the end of its purpose. As long as there is life, 

there is a universe of form, evolving itself outward into 
the greater knowledge of itself. And when its thrust is 
spent, it simply finds a new avenue—a new universe—
with which to play. 
 This is the nature of energy, and energy is the 
root of life, the root of growth, the root of the creation of 
all.  You are and have always been a piece of this energy, 
and your mandate is to know yourself in as many ways 
and forms as possible. Nothing demands that you gain 
such knowledge only in human form, but it is a very    
significant part of the process, the part that allows you to 
watch and realize the process as it occurs. It is the       
division between form as conscious and form as uncon-
scious, merely being expressed.  The human experience 
is the chief dividing line in attaining one's awareness of 
participation in-indeed, of being-the Divine.
